Eligibility:

Applicant must be a U.S. resident, an active VEYS member for the past year, and is a certified Eucharistic
Youth-Leader in good standing at the time of application submission. Only ONE award or scholarship can
be won through the VEYS each year. Members of the National Executive Committee may not apply.

How to Apply:

*Submit a cover page with your Saint name, full name, name of your Region, name of your local Chapter,
contact phone number, and a valid email address.

*Submit a clear copy of your driver’s license or a government issued photo identification.

*Submit a verification letter of “good standing” and “1 year of active VEYS involvement” with signatures
from the Chapter’s President and Chaplain.

*Submit a copy of the official Eucharistic Youth-Leader certification

*Type and submit an essay (no more than 2000 words; English or Vietnamese) stating why you think you
deserve this Youth-Leader of the Year Scholarship-2011. Special emphasis should be placed on; 1)
How are you a role model in your local Chapter; 2) How have you integrated prayers, the Holy Eucharist,
acts of sacrifice, and apostolic services in your works with the youths; and 3) How has your local Chapter
thrived towards the VEYS’ mission as a result of your leadership and direct involvement.

*Submit three letters of recommendations from individuals who can speak to your morality and leadership
qualities (one has to be from a Eucharistic Youth-Leader or Chaplain; letters cannot be from family
members; contact information from each recommender must be on the letter).

Selection Criteria:

*QOverall presentation of self, leadership abilities, morality, and the integration of prayers, the Holy
Eucharist, acts of sacrifice, and apostolic services in works with youths.

*Recommendation letters

Process: All applications will be reviewed and filtered in a standardized selection process by the TNTT
Scholarship Committee. Top 10 applications will go though a voting process to identify the top two
applications. The top two applications will go through another voting process to identify the winner. The
selected scholarship winner will be notified by mail and the award will be paid directly to the recipient.
The National Executive Committee will ensure that the selection process is free of biases.
